HA SHABBAT = HA SHEM + HA BERIT + HA TORAH

When a Christian or a Muslim first wakes up to realise that his religion is a deviation from their Mother Religion, they usually do so through the Ten Commandments, through its commandment of the Shabbat. Both Christianity and Islam claim that through changing the holiness of the Shabbat to respectively the Sunday and the Friday, they manifest their authority to overrule the laws of YHWH and introduce their own laws. Through this act they openly declare their disregard of the authority of YHWH.

HA SHABBAT is in Hebrew written with the letters SHIN + BEIT + TAV. And it so happens that these three are the first letters in the words HA SHEM and HA BERIT and HA TORAH. (ha is the definite article, like the  in English.). These three words are the central concepts of the faith in YHWH, and the denial of HA SHABBAT carries with it the rejection of these three.

HA SHEM is the holy name YHWH, the Elohim of Israel. All the world’s religions believe in “gods” and carry with them different names of these “gods”. But the Holy One of Israel, in proclaiming the Ten Commandments, authorises these by initially declaring His Name YHWH. He is the Holy One of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, Israel. 
HA BERIT is the Covenant that YHWH made with Israel. When the Christians speak about the New Covenant, they borrow the words from Jeremiah 31:31-33 where it says:

“Behold the days come, says YHWH, when I will make a new covenant with Beit Israel and with Beit Yehudah - I will give my Torah in their inmost being and inscribe it upon their hearts.”

Whereas the Christian doctrine would lead one to believe this scripture should say:

“Behold the days come, says the Lord, when I will make a new covenant with the Goyim (the non Israeli nations) – I will remove my Torah from their inmost being and erase it from their hearts.”

The Christian concept of their “new covenant” is that “the old covenant” with its Torah, is a bondageoly On

 from which they are freed. And the Muslims reject the “old covenant” as Jewish, and thus not valid.

HA TORAH is the teaching of YHWH as given through ha Tanakh, i.e. the so called “old testament”. The Church has included the Tanakh in their Bibles and twisted its teaching round to serve its own pagan teachings. The Muslims have quoted the Tanakh to serve their teachings. Both these religions propose to be the true religion for all mankind, and they believe that they are the true descendants of Abraham.

Present day Judaism is not without its faults, and there is much to reform to return. Today each of these three religions believe themselves to be the one and only true way. And in their mutual conflict they may cause a world war that may end all civilization and possibly all life on earth. May YHWH forgive us all in His Grace!

It is essential that we of Beit Israel go to the roots for truth. 

Through HA SHABBAT we proceed through HA SHEM, believing in YHWH. We enter His Covenant, HA BERIT, declaring our total loyalty to YHWH. And we receive HA TORAH in our innermost being. The sum of HA TORAH is: 

“Love YHWH with all your heart, and love your neighbour as yourself!”
